
Mr. Vaughan Baugh

Vaughan Baugh, 76, of Searcy passed away Wednesday, July 25, 2018. He
was born in 1941 on the Baugh family farm north of Searcy to Luchen
Augustus Baugh and Ina Vaughan Baugh. He was a Searcy resident for most
all of his life and a member of the Searcy First United Methodist Church. 

 

Vaughan began his career as a car salesman in the 1960s and later the
service manager for Truman Baker Chevrolet. Throughout the 1980s his work
with Independent Testing Labs took him to numerous states between both
coasts and even foreign countries. He started a manufacturing business,
Pioneer Antennas, in Cabot in the late 1980s, and in the early 1990s he
formed a trucking company, Baugh Express, which he grew to a fleet of over
20 units. After retirement from the trucking business he returned to his love for
cars, working with Thomas-Vaughan Motor Company and Vaughan’s Select
Auto Sales. 

Vaughan is survived by his wife Shirley Betts Baugh, his sons Monty Baugh
and Justin Baugh (Jennifer), three grandsons, Brody, Brooks, and Lucian,
brother Roland Baugh (Betty), sister Peggy Baugh Brown (Tom), and
numerous nieces and nephews.
